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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to: 1. To compare teaching aesop's fables
through the use of web-based learning to promote English reading comprehension of
4th grade students from Pre-test and Post-test scores; 2. To explore students’
satisfaction on teaching aesop's fables through the use of web-based learning to
promote English reading comprehension of 4th grade students. The population is the
4th grade students from Samanmitwittaya School. The sample group consisted of 26
students in 4th grade who were studying in semester 1, academic year 2021
Samanmitwittaya School, Nakhon Ratchasima province. They were selected by
purposive sampling. The
research instruments consisted of unit plans, English reading comprehension test, and
satisfaction questionnaire. This experimental design was lasted for three weeks.

The results of the study revealed that: 1. teaching aesop's fables through the
use of web-based learning to promote English reading comprehension of 4th grade
students made students' post-test score was significantly higher than that of the pre-
test for reading ability with a level of p<.05; 2. the students had a high mean score for
their opinions towards teaching aesop's fables through the use of web-based learning
to promote English reading comprehension of 4th grade students by using
questionnaire. Furthermore, the results show that all students gained higher scores for

their reading ability. Hence, it can be concluded that Teaching Aesop's Fables through



the Use of Web-Based Learning to Promote English Reading Comprehension of 4th

Grade Students is able to improve student's reading ability.
